Booth started the International Book Towns 
movement in 1961. Only about 20 small towns and villages around the world 
can claim the esteemed title. 

 
______ Celebrate bŜōǊŀǎƪŀΩǎ Ǉŀǎǘ ǿƛǘh a visit to The Winnebago Indian Reservation in 

the northern half of Thurston County in northeastern Nebraska. The largest 
community on the Reservation is the Village of Winnebago. Located on the 
eastern side of the Reservation, Winnebago is home to most Winnebago tribal 
members and accounts for almost thirty percent of the Reservation's resident 
population. The town of about 800 is experiencing a cultural revolution of sorts, 
and its home base is the Woodland Trails Arts Center. Pay a visit to the center 
and see the gallery spaces, second floor artisǘ ǎǘǳŘƛƻ ǎǇŀŎŜǎ ŀƴŘ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ 
ƭŜŀǊƴƛƴƎ ŎŜƴǘŜǊΦ aŜŜǘ ǘƘŜ ŎŜƴǘŜǊΩǎ ŘƛǊŜŎǘƻǊΣ Garan Coons, a twenty something 
member of the Winnebago Tribe working to bring his community together 
through art. (www.woodlandtrailsart.com). 

 
 Visit with some artists who call Winnebago home and learn how their visual art,

After lunch, tour the Honoring the Clans Sculpture Garden and learn about the 
majestic Indian spiritual leaders represented through figurative sculpture. 
Before leaving the development, peruse the All Native gift shop, also part of the 
Ho-Chunk Village mixed-use development and another venue for Native 
American artists to sell handmade jewelry, native crafts and art.  
 
Finally, depart the center to visit sacred buffalo ground a few miles outside of 
town, where we will learn about Native American folklore and the importance 
ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŎǳƭǘǳǊŜΩǎ ƻǊŀƭ ǎǘorytelling tradition and song.   
Ú Did you know? The Winnebago Tribe has, through the years, lived in 

northeast Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota, before ending up in 
Nebraska, where the Winnebago Indian Reservation came to exist through 
treaties of 1874 and 1965.
